Help Your Children to "Do Their Best on the PARCC Test!”

Students in third, fourth and fifth grade will be taking the Partnership for Assessment of College and Ca-
reers (PARCC) test in April. This is a test of reading and math achievement that meets the testing require-
ments of the No Child Left Behind Act. Students will use a computer to take both the reading and math
tests. Here are test taking tips for you to share with your children in grades 3, 4 or 5.

Before the test
- Get a good night's sleep.

- Eat a good breakfast. (Students will be served breakfast each testing day.)

- Come to school with a positive attitude.

During the test
- Stay calm.
- Listen carefully to the directions.

- Focus on the task that you are being asked to complete.

- Work at a steady pace and check your answers.

Do your best on Multiple Choice Questions by remembering to:
- Read the question/problem and all answers carefully.

- Cross out the wrong answers to eliminate unwanted choices.

- Reread the questions and answers.

- Check to make sure you have not left a question unanswered.
- Carefully check your scrap paper answers with the answers on the test.
Do your best on Constructed Response Questions by remembering to:

- Read the question/problem carefully.

- Highlight words in the directions and other key words, as hecessary.
- THINK about your answer and organize it in your mind.

- Enter your answer, work, or explanation in the box.

- Use the Basic Equation Editor or Open Response Equation Editor, as necessary.
- Reread the problem, question, and answer to check your work.

during that time. Students in
grades 3, 4 & 5 will know when
they are testing and a note will
be written in the assignment
book to let you know as well.
Finally, please talk to your child
about the testing and the im-
portance of doing his/her best.
Pre-Kindergarten and Kinder-
garten Registration will take
place on March 315" and Aprill®",
Any student age four on or
before 9/1/2016 may apply.

Westernport
Elementary students have participated in the
Thinking Cap Quiz Bowl since 1989.

It is important for your child o arrive to
school on time every day and that your child
not leave early from school, not just during
testing days.
