Our school is subscribed 

to Accelerated Reader Enterprise, 

which allows students in grades 2-5 to 

access (from school computers only) 

more than 160,000 Quizzes.

 Reading Practice Quizzes (what 

we call “AR tests” at WES) 

 Recorded Voice Quizzes, which 

allow beginning readers to take 

Reading Practice quizzes on their 

own with a professionally nar-

rated audio recording at the click 

of  a button. 

 Vocabulary Practice Quizzes 

(which may be used by classroom 

teachers to assess understanding 

of key words) 

 Literacy Skills Quizzes 

(which may be used by class-

room teachers to measure 

students’ proficiency with 

24 higher-level reading and 

critical thinking skills) 

 Textbook Quizzes (to en-

hance our “Treasures” read-

ing series) 

There is also a parent component 

which allows you to view your 

child’s progress online.
