PRE-K 4 Programs: 

All families must submit the following:  proof of residency, child’s birth certificate & social security #, 

immunization record, parent photo ID,  and  proof of family income (tax return,  one month of con-

secutive pay stubs,  child support, TCA, Alimony, Disability, social security or other financial support) 

NOTE: 

If your income is above the eligibility requirements, there is still a possibility your child could be accept-

ed, so we encourage everyone to apply.

Age Requirements:  Pre-k 4—Age 4  on or before 9/1/22;   Pre-k 3—Age 3 on or before 9/1/22  

*Kindergarten—Age 5 on or before 9/1/22

*Kindergarten is mandatory for students  meeting the age requirement.  Be sure to register!!!
